These tracts contain approximately 149 acres and 59 acres respectively and are located on the north side of Hwy 219 between Cockrell Road and I-26.  The 59 acre tract, TMS 449-16, is owned by Newberry County and is the former landfill property, while the other property has never been improved.  Planning Commission recommends approval.

An Ordinance to amend the Official Zoning Map established pursuant to Zoning Ordinance No. 12-24-01 so as to rezone TMS 157-1 from Rural (R-2) to Basic Industrial (BI).

This tract, located at the end of Burgess Road on the east side of the Southern Railroad tracts, is occupied by International Paper Company’s log storage and chipping plant and consists of approximately 138 acres.  Planning Commission recommends approval.

An Ordinance to amend the Official Zoning Map established pursuant to Zoning Ordinance No. 12-24-01 so as to rezone 23 parcels on Tax Map 338 on the east side of US Highway 121 from Single Family Residential (RS-1) to Single Family Residential (RS-3).

These tracts are located on the east side of US Hwy 121 between the intersections of Wilson Road and I-26 and are occupied by a mixture of site-built and manufactured homes.  The change in zoning will make the zoning compatible with the existing uses.  Planning Commission recommends approval.

The property is currently being used as a sign shop, a single family residence and a commercial truck wash facility.  Planning Commission recommends approval.
