As required by law, notice of the meeting was duly advertised.

OPENING OF MEETING


Mr. Dawkins called the meeting to order and determined a quorum to be present.


Mr. Dawkins requested that Council remember the family of Bill and Judy Floyd during a moment of silent prayer, which was followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADOPTION OF AGENDA


Mr. Caldwell moved to adopt the agenda; second by Hawkins.  Vote was unanimous.

FIRST READING – ORDINANCE

1.
An Ordinance to amend the official zoning map established pursuant to Zoning Ordinance No. 12-24-01 so as to rezone TMS #394-28 from R-2 Rural to Basic Industrial (BI).


Mr. Caldwell moved for first reading; second by Mr. Waldrop.


Mr. Hawkins inquired as to whether the County paid Central Midlands extra when they initially performed the zoning services for Newberry County.  Mr. Summer stated we paid additional monies for those services.


Mr. Hawkins asked if there was any way we could get any of that money back because of all the incorrectly zoned properties and felt the least we needed to do was write a letter to Central Midlands expressing how displeased we were with their services.    


Mr. Dawkins stated he, Mr. Klugh and Mr. Pope had met with Norman Whitaker, the Director of Central Midlands, and this problem was addressed.  The County has received a letter from Mr. Whitaker stating he would do whatever was needed to assist with solving the incorrect zoning of some properties.  


Mr. Caldwell asked if we were aware of this problem before but it was just called to our attention.  


Mr. Dawkins stated we did not realize some of these properties were zoned incorrectly when the zoning ordinance was passed.  There will be a case every now and then, but not to this extent.


Mr. Waldrop asked how many more acres in the Industrial Park were zoned rural instead of industrial. 


Mr. Dawkins stated Council is working on the 76 corridor between Prosperity and Newberry.  The other properties located on the I-26/34 corridor will be coming up in the future before Council for rezoning. 


Mr. Caldwell asked if there were other properties that fall in this category that we know about and are not being addressed.  


Mr. Pope said it is already in line to address the rest of the Newberry Industrial Park at the next Planning Commission meeting.  


Mr. Caldwell felt someone should be held accountable for this.  


Mr. Summer asked if someone was double-checking other properties for incorrect zoning.  


Mr. Pope stated there were two sets of maps, and the two sets were not identical.  They are going through the process of checking the maps now, but it has to be done map by map to reconcile the two sets of maps.  If they can reconcile them, then we don’t have to go through this process, but if they can’t be reconciled, then it will have to brought back to Council.  


After additional discussion of the maps, Mr. Dawkins called for the question.  Vote for first reading was unanimous.


Mr. Dawkins introduced Ron Lilly, Interim Public Works Director, whose purpose is to evaluate the Public Works system as far as equipment, manpower and procedures.  Mr. Lilly will then advise Mr. Klugh and Council of changes that need to be made.

VOTE FOR ADJOURNMENT


There being no further business, Mr. Caldwell moved for adjournment; second by Mr. Waldrop.  Vote was unanimous.
